“THERE IS  AN OLD MANKS BALLAD OR LAMENT ” 
(1873)  

 
Sir,—Please insert this letter in your Manks Notes and Queries. Charles I was 
beheaded January 30, 1649. James vii, Earl of Derby, was beheaded October 15, 1651. 
The battle of Worcester was fought September 3rd, 1651. In the early part of 1651, 
Charles ii required the Earl of Derby, then resident in the Isle of Man, to join him; 
he accordingly set up his standard, and required the several captains of parishes to 
find him in men. There is an old Manks ballad or lament, in which the writer, a Kirk 
Lonan man, deplores the loss of his two sons, who were taken to fight under the 
Moor-dhoo. This ballad the late Parson Harrison, of Jurby, repeated to me in Manks 
from beginning to end. Can anybody furnish you with a copy of it? Are there any 
records to say how many men were mustered, and under what officers? After the 
battle at Wigan, the Earl of Derby managed to join the King at Worcester. Tradition 
says that the Captain of Onchan was killed there, but that the Captain of Lonan 
survived, and was pensioned at the restoration of Charles ii—I remain, your 
obedient servant, 

WM. HENRY CUBBIN. 
Tremissary Lodge, Sept. 6, 1873. 
 

History says that in August, 1651, the Earl of Derby left the Isle of Man with a 
company of three hundred volunteers to join King Charles, then in Lancashire, but 
the above Manks lament seems to infer they were balloted for as conscripts. (See 
Train, vol. 1, page 20.)—W.H.C.

“WITH COURTING IN THE WINTER  
I ’D SELDOM BE IN BED” 

 
‘With courting in the winter I’d seldom be in bed’. This is the opening line of Arrane 
Sooree (‘Courting Song’), which goes on to recount the travails of courting in 
winter. The suitor is out and about in the dark and the rain and hoping that his 
intended will respond to his knocking at her window and let him in. Here, he is 
successful, and the song ends, ‘Our hearts were so mellow with / Our mutual 
pleasure / You never heard such before / And you scarce will again’. A court case 
from 1903, reported in the Isle of Man Examiner with a headline that sets the scene, 
‘Alleged Seduction by a Parish Commissioner: £500 Damages Claimed’, contains 
detail that is there in the song: ‘On occasions defendant would visit the house late at 
night, knock at the bedroom window, and plaintiff’s daughter opened the door and 
let him in’. And, further,  

He paid frequent visits to the house, nearly always late at night, or in the early 
hours of the morning, and it was during this time the seduction took place, the 
plaintiff’s daughter, as contended, being a consenting party upon a promise that he 
would marry her and it would make the engagement binding. 

Unlike in the song, here there was no happy ending as no marriage took place after 
she fell pregnant and gave birth. Being seduced and abandoned by a lover belongs to 
another folk song.

The Isle of Man Festival of Britain Pageants 1951
by Maurice Powell

The national exhibition and fair known as the Festival of 
Britain, took place in the summer of 1951 on London’s 
South Bank. Whilst the Skylon, the iconic symbol of the 
Festival, together with the Dome of Discovery and the 
Festival Pleasure Gardens at Battersea provided the most 
enduring images of the exhibition, a glittering London Arts 
Season, the opening of the Royal Festival Hall and smaller 
events and festivals all over the country collectively lit ‘a 
beacon for change’, and provided a welcome showcase for 
British science and technology, as well as an antidote to 
post-war gloom and austerity. But on the Isle of Man, it very 
nearly didn’t happen at all.

This duet was composed by fiddle player Bernard Osborne, for the Manx Folk Dance Society’s 
instructional videos and cassette set which were distributed to Island schools in 1997. 
The Manx tradition of Hop tu naa is celebrated on 31stOctober to mark the end of the Celtic year 
and welcome in the new. The dance tune also has Gaelic words, and there are many other songs 
and customs, some of which feature the infamous Jinny the Witch.
Mona Douglas collected the dance in c. 1925 from children in Lezayre and she published the 
processional dance in 1936 in Five Manx Folk Dances: Set II. A.W. Moore had also collected a 
version of this melody and published it in Manx Ballads and Music in 1896.
